comment. We promoted parent participation in public meetings and public hearings through website and agenda posting. Virtual
meetings conducted via video conference had telephone call-in access. We provided translation as needed. A public hearing for
the LCAP was held on 5/18/21, and the LCAP was approved by the Board on 6/22/21.

m Parents have also provided feedback through Monthly Director Coffees, our Reopening Meetings for BIPOC families and families
of students with IEPs, and numerous surveys that have been administered throughout the school year.

m Teachers have provided feedback during regular staff meetings, Staff of Color meetings, and teacher surveys.
m Principals, administrators, and other school personnel provided feedback during regular staff meetings.

m Students have provided their input through our student survey and through classroom discussions with students regarding their
experience, perspectives, and needs. Teachers shared student feedback from these discussions with school leadership to inform
plans.
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m Mixed Groups - we have various Board committees that meet at different frequencies throughout the year depending on need.
Our Racial Equity Committee met during the week of 5/10/21 to discuss expanding the African American Performance Initiative
coordinator position.

Creative Arts Charter School included the additional Cost-Of-Living-Adjustment (COLA) during the 2021-22 LCAP development
process, and as such there was no additional funding provided through the Budget Act of 2021 that would normally be included in
the LCAP.

The Educator Effectiveness Grant plan was reviewed by the board 11/16/21, a teacher survey was conducted in November, and the
board approved the plan 12/14/2021.

Creative Arts Charter School did not receive the additional concentration grant add-on funding.

Creative Arts Charter School has a long-established foundational principle of meaningful educational partner engagement. These
efforts were refined and improved through the Local Control and Accountability Plan (LCAP) development process. The school’s
practices have been further enhanced during the pandemic as Creative Arts Charter School sought the input and feedback of its
educational partner groups from the onset of the pandemic and continuing through the development of the Learning Continuity and
Attendance Plan, the 2021-2022 LCAP and the ESSER Il Expenditure Plan.

The ESSER Il Expenditure Plan was approved 10/19/21 by the governing board during an open public meeting.

A description of how the LEA is implementing the federal American Rescue Plan Act and federal Elementary and Secondary School
Emergency Relief expenditure plan, and the successes and challenges experienced during implementation.

Creative Arts Charter School is successfully implementing efforts to maintain the health and safety of students, educators, and other
staff and ensure the continuity of services as required by the federal American Rescue Plan Act with implementation of a robust set
of safety protocols and practices including required face coverings, regular health screenings, regular cleaning and disinfection,
increased ventilation, and referral of ill students and staff to health care providers for COVID-19 testing. As a result of this work and
evidence of our success, the school did not have any school-based transmission prior to the Winter Break and has been able to
provide continuity of services to the students. One challenge has been the additional staff time required to implement the health
and safety protocols.

Creative Arts Charter School will begin implementation of the Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief Il expenditure
plan in 2022-23, and as such does not have any expenditure or implementation progress to report.

A description of how the LEA is using its fiscal resources received for the 2021-22 school year in a manner that is consistent with the
applicable plans and is aligned with the LEA's 2021-22 LCAP and Annual Update.

Creative Arts Charter School is using the fiscal resources received for the 2021-22 school year with a specific focus on ensuring the
academic and social emotional recovery of our students after spending a year or more in a distance learning format. The LCAP
prioritizes providing high-quality, standards-aligned instruction with specific supports for our highest need students. Based on our
annual update reflections, the plan addresses learning loss through implementation of assessments and a system of academic
supports (Goal 1, Actions 3-4,8- 9, p. 36-37).

Ensuring our students return to in-person instruction in the safest manner possible, while addressing their social emotional needs is
also prioritized in the LCAP this year (Goal 2, Actions 1-6, p. 39-40).
